I am writing in support of the extension of the current light rail to Barangaroo and on to Circular Quay.
The new Barangaroo development is a great chance for Sydney to install world leading public transport at the beginning of a project, rather than after it’s built. A new light rail line through Barangaroo would do a lot to ensure that we integrate the precinct into the rest of the City and other waterside precincts. 

This is not only about providing commuter transport to Barangaroo, but also about providing a reliable transport system serving the whole precinct and the neighbouring areas. Improvements to Cityrail, or the new Metro, will obviously help move large numbers of people to and from Barangaroo, but light rail would do more to shape the development of Barangaroo as a modern, well connected, environmentally sound precinct.

Time and again around the World, building a light rail has stimulated urban renewal, development and activity in previously run down and depressed areas. In new developments it has helped shape mobility and people’s perceptions about transport and car use. Barangaroo will benefit enormously if it had its own light rail.

Light rail is really very good for the environment. Light rail vehicles create much less global pollution than the world's most environmentally friendly diesel bus, and can carry four times the number of people. Light rail creates no air pollution at all in the City, causes very little noise pollution and can use renewable sources of energy.

Extending the existing light rail will join the precinct to Central and Circular Quay, two key transport hubs, and give visitors and residents options in public transport.
