I am writing in support of the extension of the current light rail to Dulwich Hill via Summer Hill.

This extension will be straightforward, fast to build and cost effective, as it is simply converting the existing unused Rozelle freight line to light rail use. Most of the work is already done.

This light Rail extension will fill a gap in the public transport network, which does not serve the area very well, particularly for journeys that are not into the CBD.  It would also be the perfect way to connect Darling Harbour, Haymarket and Pyrmont to the inner west including Leichhardt and Haberfield, as well as connecting to the wider bus and rail network.
